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Fr. Marty’s Musings 
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WHAT ARE THE SEVEN BLUNDERS 
OF THE MODERN WORLD? 

 

The Seven Blunders were engraved on a talisman by Mahatma 
Gandhi for his grandson, Arun, a few weeks before Gandhi was 
assassinated in 1947.  The Indian leader said the blunders caused 
the violence that plagues the world.  Here they are: 
 

WEALTH WITHOUT WORK 
PLEASURE WITHOUT CONSCIENCE 
KNOWLEDGE WITHOUT CHARACTER 
COMMERCE WITHOUT MORALITY 
SCIENCE WITHOUT HUMANITY 
WORSHIP WITHOUT SACRIFICE 
POLITICS WITHOUT PRINCIPLES 
 

Arun Gandhi added an eighth blunder:  RIGHTS WITHOUT 
RESPONSIBILITIES.  He states we become impatient for our rights 
but we ignore our responsibilities.  Gandhi himself claimed that our 
rights flowed out of our responsibilities, not vice versa. 

In the book, WORLD WITHOUT VIOLENCE, Arun Gandhi writes, 
“At the root of all violence is our materialism, which makes us self-
centered and selfish.  Materialism and morality, Grandfather said, 
have an inverse relationship.  When one rises the other ebbs.  
Humanity must find an equitable balance between the two if we are 
to create harmony and peace in the world.”

Again this year, the pastors of the downtown 
churches will host mid-week worship services each 
Wednesday throughout Lent for the downtown 

community.  This year’s services will be held at 
the Court Street United Methodist Church starting 
on February 13th.  Each service will begin at 
noon, last 1/2 hour, and be followed by a 
luncheon provided by one or more of the 
downtown churches.  The series culminates on 
Good Friday (March 21st) when the churches, 
pastors, and choirs gather at Court Street United 
Methodist Church for the traditional three-hour 
liturgy of Good Friday and the Cross. 

You’ll see and hear more about this series of 
services as the days approach. 
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At the forum following the 10:30 service on 
January 27, I heard—among the many 
comments expressed—words describing our city 
as “dying” and “disintegrating.” It saddened me. 
That notion has become so much a part of our 
thinking that such a description is accepted as 
fact, as truth, and so inevitable that the words  
“tripped lightly off the tongue.” But they 
rankled me.  
 
There is no denying we are going through 
an extremely difficult time. The 
unemployment and crime figures are 
staggering—some of the worst in the 
nation. The plight of Flint resembles a 
patient who  has been critically wounded 
and is waiting on a gurney outside of the 
ER---waiting and waiting for attention that seems 
likely will never come. It’s so easy to assume 
that  it’s only a matter of time and the patient will 
die. 
 
And  it’s equally easy to conclude that St. Paul’s 
is an integral part of that wounded patient—one 
who has been stabbed deep in the heart and is 
bleeding to death. 
 
Well, that notion rankles me too.  It makes me 
downright angry.  Especially when there are so 
many signs that the patient is finally getting 
attention and the blood-letting is at least getting 
under control. 
 
Let’s think about Flint first.  Signs?  What signs?  
Take a walk down Saginaw Street.  Remodeling 
and reconstruction are everywhere.  Visit the 
many colleges—the University of Michigan’s 
handsome residence halls under construction, 
Mott College and Baker University’s attractive 
campuses flooded with students, Kettering 
University’s expansion as it plays a vital part in 
the use of renewable energy and engineering 
advances, and growing enrollments in  business 
schools, such as Davenport, and university  

 
 

extensions, such as Ferris State.  
 
 Even the Hurley Hospital area is undergoing 
revitalization, and  plans for a University 
Avenue, presently Third Avenue,  that would 
create a vital connection with Mott, the U-M and 
Kettering are advancing.   

 
 And consider our Cultural Center-
-The Flint Institute of Arts, the 
Institute of Music, the Whiting, the 
Sloan Transportation Museum, the 
Planetarium and the Youth 
Theater. It rivals--and exceeds--
any such center in the state, and 
in many other states. 
 

 But what about St. Paul’s?  In the heart of it 
all—in the middle of the awakening downtown of 
our great city—is our Church--a marvel of neo-
Gothic architecture that has no equal in the 
region, and a dynamic congregation made up of 
a rich diversity of people and cultures willing to 
be open to new ideas and new challenges. In 
short, a church with a huge “heart in the heart of 
the city.”  
 
 A dying city?  A dying church?  I don’t think so.  
We in Flint—and especially those of us who love 
this city and this church and what it represents—
stand on the cusp of an era that has enormous 
potentiality.  All around us are the signs of a new 
awakening, a renaissance, a re-birth not only of 
the city, but of St. Paul’s place in it.  
 
 I see the possibility as a Gift of Grace that has 
been given to us--the opportunity to “do the work 
God has given us to do” and do it with a heart 
full of loving kindness for our city and its people 
and for our church’s place in it.  
 
 And I thank the Lord for the gift.

Fear can be used as a powerful and 
manipulative form of coercion, and identity theft 
scammers know this.  And fear is the emotion 
they are counting on to trick people into 
revealing personal information to unscrupulous 
people posing as court employees in various jury 
duty scams. 
  
In one version of the scam, a person claiming to 
be a jury coordinator calls to say that you have 
been selected for jury duty and need to verify 
your identity by giving your Social Security 
Number, birth date, address and credit card 
number.  If you refuse to give this information, 
the scammer threatens you with the prospect of 
a fine or arrest. 
 
 Another version of the jury duty scam is even 
more threatening.  The scammer, again 
pretending to be a court official, informs you that 
you have failed to report for jury duty and that a 
warrant has been issued for your arrest.  When 
you assert that you never received a summons 
for jury duty, the ID thief claims that in order to 
check it out, s/he needs some confidential 
information for “verification” purposes—again 
your SSN, address, credit card number, etc. 
 
 Do not fall for these ploys or any other variation 

on the jury duty scam.  These unscrupulous 
people are preying on people’s emotions. The 
sudden shock and guilt of being told we’ve been 
delinquent in fulfilling a civic duty and the fear of 
fine and arrest can momentarily throw us off 
guard, making us vulnerable to being less 
vigilant about protecting personal information. 
 
Citizens who are needed for jury duty are 
informed by letter, not phone calls.  People who 
fail to report for jury duty receive a second 
summons, and it will be clearly labeled “Second 
Summons.” 
 
 What to do if you receive a fake jury duty call: 
 

 Hang up!  It’s OK to be rude. 
 

 Never give out birth date, bank, credit card, 
Social Security or other personal 
information over the phone. 

 
 Screen calls.  Let your answering machine 

take messages from unknown callers.  
Nowadays, a phone with “Caller ID” is 
almost a necessity. 

 
 Report a call like this to the Attorney General’s 
office.
