Shaping The Future Il

On June 1% our Steering Committee pre-
sented an update of St. Paul’s revitalization effort.
For those of you who were not able to attend the
forum that day, the following is a recap of our
presentation.

Since our last forum our team met six
times, three of those were with our con-
sultants. Our early meetings focused on ===
team building and defining the role and =
responsibilities of the Steering Committee. ’0’
We agreed our primary responsibility is to
lead the revitalization effort at St. Paul's, to =
initiate the visioning process and to com-
municate and interact with our parish fam-
ily and our consultants.

Our consultants assigned several exercises
designed to prepare us for the changes ahead.
One of these required an assessment of our
Welcoming System. Since any growth effort in-
volves inviting new people to join our congrega-
tion, it is important our processes for identifying,
greeting and welcoming newcomers are effective.
We learned there are three distinct steps in the
Welcoming System: Welcoming, Nurturing and
Empowering.

The Welcoming step deals with the initial con-
tact and the first impression a newcomer has upon
arriving at St. Paul's. Are Greeters posted at en-
trances to extend a warm welcome? Is our sign-
age effective enough that newcomers can easily
find their way to worship? Can the newcomer fol-
low and participate in our liturgy easily? After our
service is there a follow-up by a greeter or some-
one else to answer questions and extend an
invitation to stay and join us at fellowship hour?

Nurturing, the second step in the Welcoming
System, is the founding of relationships that en-
courage people to return after they have once vis-
ited us. Each of us can be involved in this step.
We begin by recognizing and welcoming newcom-
ers and inviting them to join our table in Barth Hall.
We introduce them to others. (Name tags are a
great help to the newcomer in remembering the
names of people they meet.) We might even con-
sider establishing a “Companion’s Ministry” that
could assist in the process of moving a newcomer
from a “visitor” to a “member” by connecting them
with others among us with similar interests.

Empowering is third step. It deals with how
effectively we share information. How easily can
a newcomer learn what is going on in the parish
and how can they participate? Is there a central
place where one can find information about
our ministries or upcoming events? Is
there a simple way for a newcomer to get
directly in touch with someone who is re-
sponsible for these various activities?

Our team shared a number of proposals
with our consultants related to our Welcom-
ing Systems. You can expect to see a
number of changes in this area very soon.
A pew card entitled “To Our Guests” will
soon appear. It will provide a handy guide to par-
ticipation in our worship. New signage will start
popping up all over the church. A Welcome Cen-
ter, manned by a greeter, will soon be located
in the ambulatory. Information about St. Paul's
will be available at the station. Also, we're work-
ing on a lighting plan to brighten up the church to
make it appear more inviting.

Next steps for our Steering Committee will be
to initiate the visioning process for St. Paul's. It
will require an in-depth analysis of many growth
scenarios and opportunities. Then, everyone will
be asked to participate in this work so that the vi-
sion of “St. Paul's of the Future” is one we hold in
common. Once we agree on a direction, our con-
sultants will help us get there.

One of my grandmother’s famous sayings is
“there, but for the grace of God go I". Growing
up, | was frequently reminded that but for the
grace of God | would not have the many
blessings bestowed upon me. | had nice
clothes, private music lessons, was in Jack &
Jill, attended fun summer

camps, vacationed on the

outer banks of North Carolina,

visited museums, and more.

These cultural and

educational enrichment

activities benefited me
tremendously--- but for the

grace of God.

Inspired by grandmother’s

words, earlier this year on behalf of Jack & Jill
of America, Inc. Flint chapter, | applied for and
received a foundation grant to offer KUMON to
underprivileged children in Flint. After all, it is
but for the grace of God that | can afford to
provide KUMON to my daughters Madison &
Morgan.

What is KUMON ?

The heart of the Kumon learning system is a
curriculum of more than twenty clearly defined
skill levels and hundreds of short assignments
spanning material from preschool all the way
up to college. With each assignment, students
advance in small, manageable increments.
The KUMON method involves repetition of key
mathematics skills, such as addition,
subtraction, multiplication, and division, until

mastery is reached. Students then progress
to studying the next mathematical topic.
Kumon has six levels nominally covering 1st
through 12th grade math. Each level has 200
worksheets. These 1,200 worksheets present
21,318 straight arithmetic problems.

Key components of the
program:
The grant, Paving the Pathway to
Prosperity through KUMON, will
result in improved math skills
which will dovetail in developing
strong leaders in the Flint
community, and ultimately in the
region. After school, students at
the Boys & Girls Club of Greater
Flint will be exposed to supplemental
education. Torch Club kids (10, 11, and 12
year olds) and/or Keystone kids (13-17 year
old) will participate in the program.
