Shaping The Future Il

Last October while attending Start-up, Start-
Over training we learned that one of the issues
affecting the growth of the Episcopal Church is
that too often it has become disconnected from
the culture of today. As a result, its
ability to effectively reach out and draw
in new people to hear and experience
the word and promise of God is seri-
ously impaired. In other words our
church is loosing its missionary zeal.
That is one of the painful realizations
facing St. Paul's steering committee as
we struggle with the task of discerning
and moving St. Paul’'s to a new and
brighter future of growth and vitality.

The apostles faced this same issue. Following
the resurrection, they were content with con-
tinuing to minister to the believers of Galilee.
They were very good at it; after all they had
just spent three years with Jesus, the best
teacher possible. They even found a replace-
ment for Judas and things were getting back to
normal. However, God had a different plan for
them. On the morning of Pentecost, his Holy
Spirit erased the culture barrier issue. In an
instant the apostles were speaking the lan-
guages of Parthia, Media, and Elam (etc.)
opening the door to spread the good news to

the world. Soon the ministries of the apostles
became the tools of the mission of his church.

Our Pentecost celebration found the church
brightly decorated with red balloons.
After stumbling through the first reading
in my rudimentary German, and waiting
to hear the English version of the story
of the first Pentecost, | gazed at the bal-
loons and was struck by the way they
tugged at their tethers reminding me of
ideas yearning to be set free. My eyes
traveled upward where high against the
peak several balloons had broken free
and were trapped by the structure of the
church. Their fate is to remain trapped there
until their supporting gas is exhausted and they
fall to the floor.

In the course of our work to grow the church,

we are challenged to find ways to transcend
cultural barriers in order to invite and attract
others to St. Paul's. It's not an easy task.
We'll need help and ideas from all of you to
succeed. New ideas must be evaluated care-
fully before moving on lest they, like the bal-
loons captured on the ceiling, become ex-
hausted and fall away.

The Mobile Food Pantry will again be at St. Paul’'s on Thursday, June 26th, from
9:00-12:00. Last year, St. Paul’'s Outreach Ministry and Crossover Outreach Minis-
try distributed food to more than 1,400 people. Each year the number of people
needing assistance has increased.
