Parish Easter Breakfast  
Our Outreach Ministry will treat us all to a special Easter 
Breakfast on Easter Sunday morning, 9:15—10 am.  Plan 
to be part of this great fellowship opportunity. 
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The old saying is: “March comes in 
like a lion and goes out like a lamb.”  
That quaint phrase is, of course, a 
reference to March’s weather.  Of 
course, that was probably written by 
someone who lived just a bit farther 
south than we do.  In my time here in 

Michigan, I’ve noticed that for us it’s more 
usually April  that comes in like a lion and goes 
out like a lamb. 

But this March there will be a lion and a 
lamb, nevertheless – a very different lamb than 
the metaphor for weather.  This year March 
begins with the Church in Lent – a season of 
discipline and introspection and preparation, a 
stern season that could give one the sense of 
the lion’s strength – and ends with the Church in 
Easter – the season of victory for the Lamb of 
God, Jesus our Savior. 

Easter is March 23rd.  Elsewhere in this 
issue you’ll find the schedule for our services of 
worship for Holy Week and Easter.  I hope and 
pray that our liturgies and our times of gathering 
will bless your spiritual journey, be a source of 
spiritual growth and commitment, and will bring 
you closer to the God we serve. 

But I would be remiss if I didn’t remind 
you that we are still in Lent.  Since Lent started 
so early (seemingly on the heels of Christmas 
and the Feast of the Epiphany), some of us are 
just getting into the Lenten frame of mind.  Some 
of us have found it hard to shift mental and 
spiritual gears for Lent.  I fully understand; that’s 
been my experience too.  But we are in Lent, 
and I trust you are doing what you feel called to 
do to observe this Holy Season. 

On Wednesday, Feb. 20th, at our Lenten 
Wednesdays at St. Paul’s gathering for dinner 
and study, our video presenter, Fr. Michael 
Himes, offered (almost in passing) a thought that 
has become an important, centering thought for 
me this Lent.  He said, “The Church asks us to 
practice Lent in order to prepare for the renewal 
of our baptismal vows at the Easter Vigil.” 

Many of us think of Lent as a preparation 
for the celebrations of Easter, a way to 
experience a sense of darkness so that the light 

of Easter’s glories will shine all the brighter.  In 
this way of thinking, Lent invites us truly to 
acknowledge our sinfulness and to come to 
repentance – to acknowledge we are darkness 
and want to turn to the light.  By so doing, we are 
then more worthy to praise God for Jesus’ Easter 
victory.  And, yes, this is part  of what Lent is all 
about. 

But being worthy to celebrate Christ’s 
triumph is not all  that Lent is about; Lent is also 
about preparing to recommit to our baptismal 
vows.  We spend 40 days getting ready to renew 
our promises to God, the same promises (we 
must admit) that we have kept so imperfectly 
since the last Easter.  In the cycle of the 
Church’s year, this annual renewal of our 
commitments is the most important act of the 
Church and its members. 

This renewal takes place at the Easter 
Vigil, the single most significant liturgy of the 
Church’s year.  The penultimate act of worship 
that the Church offers.  I am always amazed at 
how few people participate in our parish’s Easter 
Vigil (7 pm on Holy Saturday).  This service is 
everything toward which Lent builds.  At that 
service, we remember the history of God’s acts 
of salvation as recorded in scripture.  We baptize 
those who are coming into the family of God, 
and, above all, we renew our pledges of 
obedience, fidelity, and service to the God who 
made us and all we have and all we are. 

This is the real service of Easter.  What 
we do on Easter Sunday morning is grand, but to 
get to Easter morning without making the acts of 
commitment we make during the Vigil is to waste 
half of the preparations of Lent.  To do so means 
we are claiming a part in the glorious victory 
without making anew the appropriate response 
of promising to serve and obey God (promises 
we rightly owe him) because he has graciously 
allowed us to share in the victory. 

I hope you will make every effort to have a 
complete Easter, an Easter of celebration and an 
Easter of new commitment.  I look forward to 
sharing the services of Holy Week and Easter 
with you, and . . . I pray . . . especially the Easter 
Vigil.
