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Fr. Marty’s Musings 

 At the moment I am writing this, I am sitting in 
the airport in Omaha, Nebraska awaiting the first 
of my three-legged flight home to Flint.  I go from 
Omaha to Chicago, Chicago to Cleveland, and 
then Cleveland to Flint.  A long day in the air, as 
you can tell.  But the hours of flying and laying 
over will actually be a good thing for me today.  I 
have just come from a conference that has me 
thinking and thinking hard. 

The conference was a gathering of Diocesan 
Congregational Development staff members 
from around the Episcopal Church.  Suffice it to 
say, there were many faces, both familiar and 
new, all of whom serve the church by trying to 
give aid and counsel to parishes like ours on the 
matter of Congregational Development – which 
is restoring the life and vitality of declined con-
gregations and of planting and growing new con-
gregations.  The specific topic of this two-day 
conference was for attendees to receive training 
in the use of a long-term planning model called 
“Scenario Planning.” 

As I hope everyone reading these musings 
knows by now, we – as a congregation, as St. 
Paul’s Parish – are involved right now in imagin-
ing our future.  Our Steering Committee is con-
ducting extensive one-to-one interviews through-
out our membership for the purpose of discern-
ing the vision of what God is calling St. Paul’s to 
become or to be.  (Please see another article in 
this issue, “Shaping the Future V” by Clay 
Leroue for more info on these interviews and 
how to offer your voice.)  In those interviews, 
we’re asking parish members to picture, to envi-
sion with their mind’s eye, what God is calling St. 
Paul’s to be in 2018, ten years out.  Serendipi-
tously, the title of the conference I’ve just at-
tended is: “Thriving Congregations in the Year 
2018: A Scenario-Building Experience.”  What a 
fascinating topic and how wonderfully timely for 
us at St. Paul’s!  My only regret about attending 
is that there wasn’t a team here with me from St. 
Paul’s so more of us could be familiar with this 
highly useful technique/method/paradigm for 
searching the options for our future. 

I will certainly offer what I’ve learned to our 
Steering Committee, though I’m now thinking 
that this body, which is doing so much for our 

parish, needs a new name.  It isn’t really steering 
anything, but it certainly is envisioning our future 
and making plans for that future to become real.  
Maybe its name should be “St. Paul’s Futuring 
Team.”  That seems to me to be more correct, 
more descriptive of the work that lies before us. 

Anyway, what was this conference all about?  
It was about devising descriptions of future sce-
nario, using those scenarios to identify a pre-
ferred future, and then selecting steps to bring 
that preferred future about.  It’s exciting and 
complex work, but I hope to see our Steering 
Committee/Futuring Team, in its work with our 
consultants, make use of these techniques. 

But what is Scenario Planning?  Scenario 
Planning helps us tell a story about possible 
changes that might affect a particular congrega-
tion, system, organization, etc.  It engages the 
imagination.  It explores the causes and conse-
quences of key developments.  It makes us look 
at the whole context in which a congregation ex-
ists and take into account the impact they have 
upon each other.  It challenges us to “think out-
side the box,” creatively challenging assump-
tions, and current processes or programs.  It 
takes into consideration qualitative data, not just 
quantitative data.  In the end, it gives us some-
thing to strategize over. 

One of the first things we did at the confer-
ence was to examine typical attitudes which peo-
ple have about the future.  Do you see yourself in 
the following? 

7 Typical Attitudes Toward the Future  

�Providential/Fatalistic : what will be will be, 
even if God is part of it. 

Conventional : tomorrow will be much like today. 
Pessimism : we’ve lost ground since the “Good 

Old Days” and need to go back. 
Discontinuity : the future will look nothing like 

the present. 
Progressive : we are progressing, and pro-

gress—especially technology—will cure all. 
Unknowable : it’s futile to attempt to go beyond 

the present. 
Hopeful : tempered optimism – the future is rich 

with possibility which can result from planning 
and action. 
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St. Paul’s annual Promise Campaign opened at the end of last month and 
culminates this month on Promise Sunday, October 19th.  On that Sunday, 
at both services, we will collect and bring to the altar our promises of 
financial support to God.  By now, you should have received a challenge 
letter from our Stewardship Chairman, Dr. John Snell.  Soon you’ll receive 

more material and your Promise Card.  Please prayerfully consider your support to God’s 
work being done through this parish, and bring your Promise card on the 19th.�

We are pleased to report that since 1995, 
49 scholarships, totaling $38,964, have been 
awarded from the Susan Kilmer Scholarship 
Fund.   The Fund was established in 1994 
when people from the area and beyond 
contributed money to honor the late Susan 
Kilmer, well-known educator and broadcaster, 
and long-time parishioner at St. Paul’s.   

At the suggestion of John and Mary Snell, 
the Fund was created to supplement 
educational expenses for persons who 
presumably would be, but not  limited to, those 
participating in programs at Christ Episcopal 
Center (now Christ Enrichment Center.)  Over 
the years the Fund has assisted a number of 
CEC persons, but requests for supplemental 
funding from St. Paul’s members and others 
have also been granted to help students meet 
the financial obligations of advanced schooling. 

In 1994, the Fund was established with 
$12,000 as a perpetual endowment fund at 
Rooney & Co. (now Raymond James) with the 
income generated to be used for scholarships.  
By 2000, the Fund’s market value had grown to 
$63,766.  It’s present market value is $95,624. 

However, the downward spiraling of the 
stock market and poor economic conditions in 
the United States over the past three years 
have had an adverse effect on the Fund’s 
ability to produce income for scholarships.  In 
2005 and 2006, the income available averaged 
only $4,392.  In 2007, available income 
dropped to $3,637.  At present, all but $200 of 

a v a i l a b l e 
income has 
been granted to 
students.   

In order to 
compensate for 
these lower 
returns, and still 
g e n e r a t e 
enough income 
to offer scholarships, we must dramatically 
increase our holdings. 

This is where you can make a difference!  
You can make a donation to the Fund by

Or you can put your check in the offering 
plate on Sunday morning.  Clearly mark it for 
the Kilmer Fund. 

Or you can make a pledge and pay it over 
the next 3 years.  Pledge cards can be picked 
up at the church office, or, if you prefer, call the 
office at 234-8637 and have a pledge card sent 
to you. 

Help us make a difference!  Over the past 
13 years, the Fund has assisted students with 
supplemental financial assistance which has 
helped them attain their educational goals.  It is 
our hope that we will be able to continue this 
program for future generations.

 Support Groups:   A wide range of support groups offer a safe and supportive environment that 
enables open dialogue and provides emotional support and coping resources.  A support group for 
caregivers meets here at St. Paul’s on the third Wednesday of each month at 3:00 p.m. in the 
Canterbury Room.  Yours truly is the facilitator. 
 Education and Training:   Informative presentations to families, caregivers, health care profes-
sionals and the community at large are designed to increase the understanding and effectiveness 
in the care of those with Alzheimer’s disease and related dementias. 
 Lending Library:   Located at each regional office, these libraries contain a large selection of 
books, videos, DVDs, brochures and supportive literature. I have a small selection of these materi-
als in my office and can quickly obtain others is you are interested. 
 Care Consultation and Care Management:   Individual and family counseling and/or a compre-
hensive assessment of needs and coordinated plan of care is available from the regional office in 
Midland. 
 Helpline:   This service provides support, information and assistance 24/7.  It links professional 
and family caregivers to available community resources.   
 Respite Programs:   This service provides relief to caregivers through adult day care, in-home 
respite, respite care assistance programs, or referrals to community resources. 
 Advocacy:   The association meets with legislators at the state and federal levels to lobby for in-
creased funding for Alzheimer’s research, programs, and supportive services. 
 Safe Return:  This is a nationwide identification program that helps to identify, locate, and return 
individuals with Alzheimer’s or related dementias who wander and become lost. 
 Research:   The association supports research into the cause, prevention, treatment, and cure of 
Alzheimer’s and related dementias. 
  
I hope this information helps you to appreciate how significant your pledge dollars are and how 
wisely they will be used.  In his sermon on stewardship recently, Father Marty defined stewardship 
as “any decision you will ever make.”  Your decision to support this cause was certainly a wise 
one, and since all we have ultimately belongs to God, I am sure He is pleased with how you have 
decided to use his money!

What Is Happening? 

A happening experience is a powerful instrument of renewal for high 
school-age young people.  During the three day weekend, those attend-
ing a Happening for the first time listen to talks—meditations really—
presented by their peers and by the weekend’s spiritual directors.  They 
share their responses to these talks in small groups, share experiences 
in various youth-oriented liturgies, and just have fun together.  A peer, 
who serves as the leader of the weekend and is called the “Rector”, leads 
a staff of youth and adults who guide the weekend experience.  The youth and adult staff gathers on 
two overnights prior to the weekend for learning, prayer, and to prepare for the event.  Various talks 
are given on the weekend, which focus on such topics as: the world, prayer, Jesus Christ, the 
Church, and on being messengers for Christ.  Weekend participants sing, pray, and create posters 
and skits in response to the talks they hear.  Many who attend a Happening weekend remember it 
as a mountain top experience that serves them a foundational grounding on their ongoing spiritual 
journey. 
 

What’s happening with Happening in Eastern Michigan ? 

Happening was recreated in Eastern Michigan in partnership with the Diocese of Michigan, which 
was looking to restart its program after a period of inactivity.  We share resources, staff, ideas, lead-
ership, and fellowship.  We alternate locations, holding it in the Diocese of Eastern Michigan one 
year, and in the Diocese of Michigan the next.  Happening #1 was held in 2006 here at St. Paul’s, 
Flint.  In 2007, Happening #3 held was held at Christ Church, Owosso where 19 youth and 12 adults 
gathered from their 13 home parishes.  
 

What’s next for Happening? 

Happening #4 will be November 21-23 at the Church of the Advent, Bloomfield Hills.  Interested?  
Potential team members and new participants (often called “Happeners”) are most welcome to visit 
our table at our upcoming Diocesan Convention and/or contact Mike Spencer, Eastern Michigan Co-
ordinator, at 517-402-6645, spence42@msu.edu, or you can find him (and the happening page) on 
Facebook.

For all who are interested in improving your 
musical skills classes in music sight singing are 
offered on Wednesday evening beginning Sep-
tember 24th at 6:30 p.m.  The class will make 
extensive use of the Movable Do system to read 
and sing music.  Note that this class found in the 
monthly calendar is called “Royal School of 
Church Music or RSCM”.  At the completion of 
each level a metal and corresponding ribbon is 
awarded. 

Requirements for the class is an open mind, 
have fun, and commitment to the weekly class 
time.  Lastly, for our instrumentalists in the con-
gregation, you do not have to be a choir member 
to enjoy the class. 

On October 17th our first Evensong will take 

place beginning at 5:30 p.m.  The Boychoir and 
Girl choir will lead this service, which takes place 
during the Diocesan Convention.  Music setting 
will be Powell Magnificat and Nunc Dimittis and 
Archer’s Preces and Responses. 

November 2nd at 4:00 p.m. is our second 
Evensong for the season and will feature music 
of Handel.  Come and hear some of his best 
known choruses. 

Lastly, tell your neighbors and friends of our 
great music programs here at St. Paul’s.  We 
have openings in Boy Choir, Girl Choir, Chancel 
and Bell Choir.  Yes, there is an audition for vo-
cal placement and not reading ability for Bells.
