Lent is more than half over.  The light 
of Easter (metaphorically) is just over 
the horizon.  To many of us, that is a 
pivotal and life-changing moment.  
Easter holds power to turn despair to 
hope, depression to joy, hopelessness 
into dreaming.  But Lent is not the 
opposite of Easter.  Easter’s light does 
not mean Lent is dark.  Easter’s light 
can shine because Lent builds the 
light from darkness to brightness. 
 
As you read this, Lent will be in its latter 
days; Passion (Palm) Sunday will be almost 
here, and we’ll again visit the holiest of 
weeks.  We’ll walk with the Christ down his 
final paths and be with him at his Cross.  For 
those of us who believe, this is the week that 
gives meaning and hope to our lives. 
 
For many others, it is not so. 
 
The sad state of affairs in our nation is that 
Easter (like Christmas before it) is being 
commercialized to the point where its true 
meaning is being lost, it’s power drained.  
Many live in hopelessness simply because 
they have unplugged themselves from the 
source of hope; in sad and vain living 
because they have lost connection to the one 
who gives ultimate joy and purpose to life. 
 
But the power and meaning and purpose for 
life ARE there in Easter. 

 
It was May Day, 1990.  The place, Moscow's 
Red Square.  "Is it straight, Father?" one 
Orthodox priest asked another, shifting the 
heavy, eight-foot crucifix on his shoulder. 
 
"Yes," said the other. "It is straight."  
 
Together the two priests, along with a group 
of parishioners holding ropes that steadied 

the beams of the huge cross, 
walked the parade route.  Before 
them passed the official might of the 
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics: 
the usual May Day procession of 
tanks, missiles, troops, and salutes 
to the Communist party elite. But 
this year, behind the tanks, surged 
a giant crowd of protesters, 
shouting up at Mikhail Gorbachev: 
“Bread!  Freedom  Truth!”  As the 
throng passed directly in front of the 

Soviet leader standing in his place of honor, 
the priests hoisted their heavy burden toward 
the sky.  The cross emerged from the crowd.  
As it did, the figure of Jesus Christ obscured 
the giant poster faces of Karl Marx, Friedrich 
Engels, and Vladimir Lenin that provided the 
backdrop for Gorbachev's reviewing stand. 
 
"Mikhail Sergeyevich!" one of the priests 
shouted, his deep voice cleaving the clamor 
of the protesters and piercing straight toward 
the angry Soviet leader. "Mikhail 
Sergeyevich!   Christ is risen!" 
 
That is the power of Easter.  Power to defy 
tyrants.  Power to live in the face of 
persecution and death.  Power to help us live 
for another place, another world, another 
realm of existence while serving God’s 
children and creation in this one.  Easter is 
power. 
 
Happy Easter!  Live with power!

 This month is National Donate Life month 
so it seems appropriate to discuss the subject of 
organ donation. As a Trauma Nurse for 22 years 
I witnessed many tragic events. But I have to 
say that the hardest thing for me was to work 
with families who had to deal with the unex-
pected death of a loved one. 
 There are so many things that go through 
your mind at a time like this and so many deci-
sions to make. As a nurse we were required to 
ask families about organ donation at the point a 
patient was declared “brain dead”. For many 
people this was the first time they had been 
asked this question and probably never dis-
cussed the subject with their loved one before, 

so it became a very difficult decision. 
 Our family was faced with this very situa-
tion five years ago when our 19 year old niece 
died after a car accident. However, her parents 
made the choice to donate and in turn saved 6 
people on organ transplant waiting lists. This be-
came a way for our family to begin the healing 
process. 
  On Sunday April 26th during fellowship 
we will be able to meet Connie (donor Mom) and 
Tom (recipient). They will speak to our congre-
gation about their experiences and provide us 
with information about donor registration. I hope 
you will stay to hear their stories.

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If I might add a verse to the famous litany that 
follows this opening one from Ecclesiastes 3:1, it 
would be “There is a time to stay and a time to 
leave.”  Deciding when it is the right time to be-
gin a new passage in one’s life is not always 
easy.  Sometimes the decision is made for us; at 
other times circumstances present themselves 
and so the change just seems right.  And some-
times the two possibilities coincide.  So it is that I 
find myself at a time in my life as a deacon when 
God is calling me into a new season of diaconal 
ministry in his service.   
 
“A time to leave.” Part of my decision has been 
made for me as the Canons of the Episcopal 
Church require me to retire when I turn 72, 
which will happen on September 30.  And at the 
same time I have been offered a new opportu-
nity to help the diocese by being called to be the 
new Dean of the Diaconal Formation Process.  
In addition, I am also a member of the Diocesan 
Formation Team that is developing the curricu-
lum for the new Diocesan School for Ministry.  
Both are scheduled to begin in September and 
will require a considerable amount of my time 
and attention.  So after much prayer and reflec-
tion, I have asked the bishop to release me from 
my assignment here at St. Paul’s early so that I 
might have some semi-sabbatical time before 
the school begins in September.  My last Sun-
day at St. Paul’s will be May 31. 
 
I ask for your prayers and good wishes for suc-
cess as I venture into this ministry.  I am excited 
about this opportunity to be part of the creation 
of the School of Ministry and the new program 
for preparing deacons for ordination.  The work 
so far has been creative and challenging—
sometimes daunting—and always rewarding.  It 
gives me an opportunity to use the administra-
tive and teaching skills I developed as a profes-
sor at Mott Community College. 

“A time to seek.”  I have some other plans.  I 
hope to take some courses where I can be back 
in the classroom as a student again studying, 
doing research and writing, perhaps dealing with 
the Old Testament prophets and the theme of 
liturgy and justice.  In addition, I have a degree 
in fine arts, but I haven’t done any serious draw-
ing or painting in a long, long time, so I hope to 
reopen those gifts.  I have been intrigued by 
Jewish art and Hebrew calligraphy and am curi-
ous to find out where the Spirit is leading me 
there. 
 
“A time to plant.”  For the immediate future, I will 
be doing lots of gardening—cleaning, digging, 
planting, pruning, planting, pruning, raking, 
mowing. 
 
“A time to keep, and a time to throw away.”  I 
haven’t exactly been a domestic diva these past 
six years, and I am actually looking forward to 
getting my house in order and getting some 
much-needed repair work done. 
 
I want to thank you all for your generous support 
of my ministry to you during my time here, for 
welcoming me into your homes and hospital 
rooms, for trusting me with your spiritual con-
cerns in times of crisis, and for your many calls 
and notes of gratitude.  Serving God through 
you has been challenging and fulfilling.  But I 
know that God is calling me to a new season of 
spiritual and intellectual growth.
