THE COPPAGE-GORDON SCHOOL 
FOR MINISTRY 

 
Have you ever wondered if you’re doing all 

God wants you to do, is calling you to do?  Are 
you all God wants you to be?  Do you have a 
sense that it’s time to take your dedication to 
the Lord of our faith to another level, a higher 
plain of dedication?  Have you ever 
wondered if God was calling you to 
serve in a specific way? 

If “yes” is your answer to any of 
these questions, you should 
consider enrolling in the Coppage-
Gordon School for Ministry, a new 
and expanding Christian formation/
education opportuni ty made 
available by our diocese, the 
Diocese of Eastern Michigan. 

Here’s some detail: 
The Coppage-Gordon School for Ministry is 

a new program, and its inaugural offering is a 
course called “Christians: Who Are We?”  
Starting in August, the course will attempt to 
answer that question from the perspectives of 
individuals as well as of the community of faith.  
Make no mistake, this is not for the casual 
learner; this is for the person or persons who 
are serious about discerning God’s call and 
responding to it. 

The course is a foundational, year-long 
program for those wishing to explore who they 
are as Christians by engaging, with a cohort in a 
learning community, in the study of Spiritual 
Formation (who does God want us to be?), the 
Bible (What is God’s plan revealed in the Old & 

New Testaments?), Theology (Who is God for 
us?), Church History (How has God been at 
work in the past?), and Liturgy and Prayer (How 
do we praise and thank God?). 

This first course—which will be the basic 
requirement for all persons enrolled in the 
Coppage-Gordon School and for all continuing 
learning tracks—will be taught over eleven 

weekends starting on the 
weekend of August 28-30.  Other 
sessions (always Friday evening 
through Sunday afternoon) will be 
each month through June 2010. 
Tuition is $300 per weekend, 
which includes meals and lodging 
and instruction.  Books will be 
extra.  BUT, scholarships are 
available!  The diocese will pay 
up to 1/3 for those with need, and 
St. Paul’s also has some 

scholarship funds available for parishioners. 
Please remember, this school is open to 

ALL.  It is not only for those who think they are 
called to Holy Orders of some kind.  It is for 
anyone who recognizes that God calls and we 
need to discern his calling carefully, thoroughly, 
and then respond to is faithfully whether in one 
of the thousands of forms of lay ministry or in 
the form of diaconal or priestly ministry.  The 
Coppage-Gordon School for Ministry (and its 
soon-to-be-expanding curriculum) is designed 
and is being further designed and expanded to 
help any and all with that discernment. 

What about YOU? 
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The Rev. Heather Barta?  The Rev. Barta has been called to working with 
our parish’s ministry of Christian Formation. 
 Heather has extensive experience with education at various age 
levels.  She grew up in the Diocese of Western Michigan’s youth programs 
and helped organize leadership training events for youth.  She holds a 
Michigan teaching certificate (K-8, Earth Science and English), worked for 
three years as the Coordinator of Children and Youth Ministries at St. Luke’s 
in Coeur d’Alene, Idaho, and then worked in the schools and as a Camp 
Director at 4-H Camp Kidwell in Allegan County.  She has been ordained for 
four years, serving first as a chaplain at Northwestern University and then as Rector at Christ 
Church, Owosso.  She is a member of our diocese’s Standing Committee, the diocesan 
Global Missions Task Force, and the board at Camp Chickagami.  She co-mentors two 
Education for Ministry (EFM) groups on-line.  She also teaches preaching classes for the 
diocese.   
 Heather lives in Ovid with her husband, two horses, three cats, and a variety of 
chickens. 
   
  

 
 
St. Paul’s also welcomes The Rev. Charles E. Curtis.  Fr. Curtis, or “Chuck”, as he is 
commonly known, has spent most of his forty-two years of ordained ministry in the Dioceses 

of Michigan and Eastern Michigan.  Born in Cooperstown, NY, he 
became a Michigander “the day before I entered East Lansing High 
School” where stayed for his high school education and his bachelor’s 
degree from Michigan State.  He went east to seminary in Cambridge, 
Massachusetts (where his rector, college chaplain, and both bishops 
had gone).  After ordination he served congregations in greater Detroit. 
 He then was married to Montie and spent the early 1980s on a 

five-year honeymoon in Nevada, Missouri before returning to Michigan at St. Alban’s, Bay 
City.  After his fifteen years as Rector there, he retired in 2001 and has served as supply 
priest and interim priest at Trinity, West Branch; St. John’s, Saginaw; and Trinity, Flushing , 
always working from his retirement home in “suburban Bay City.”  He and Montie have one 
child, Katie, who lives in Boston, MA and works as an Editorial Assistant at Sky & Telescope 
magazine. 
 When not engaged in parish work, Chuck enjoys travel with Montie, promoting 
Recreational Boating Safety with the U. S. Coast Guard Auxiliary, and working on “A History 
of the Church in Limericks.”  The biggest event in the past year has been Montie’s treatment 
for breast cancer.  They have had an intense experience of the love of God and friends and 
the power of lots of prayer. 
 Many of us met Chuck quickly when he was our supply priest and preacher on May 
17, and were then able to be introduced to him more formally at the parish’s Fellowship Time 
on Sunday, June 28.  When asked his thoughts about coming to our parish he said, “St. 
Paul’s and Flint are at an interesting time in their lives, and I am looking forward to seeking 
and sharing God’s love with you.”�

FYI: Plans in Development 
Please keep watching the Postscripts in your Sunday worship bulletin for unfolding plans about 
activities coming up in August that are not quite finalized yet.  They include: 
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Pride going before the fall; how the Ark of the 
Covenant got to Jerusalem (careful, or you’ll 
wind up like those Nazis in Raiders of the Lost 
Ark); the price of exuberance (Irving Berlin 
may have said, “Let yourself go,” but not 
everybody’s wife appreciates it); why can’t a 
guy do something nice for his God?; the 
cover-up is worse than the crime (same as 
today!); the inner conflict of a father’s love for 
a rebellious son (sometimes you can’t be a 
good ruler and a good dad, especially when 
your parental skills have been so 
compromised); what a wise ruler will seek; and 
how the Ark finally got into the Temple (aren’t 
you glad you weren’t stuck with the incense 
bill?) — All these topics are found in the Old 
Testament readings at Sunday worship this 
summer.  This year (Year B in the lectionary) 
we work our way through some of the King 

David stories.  To find out 
more (including lots of juicy 
details . . . parental discretion 
advised! . . . read in the Old Testament from 
chapter 15 in the First Book of Samuel, 
through the entire Second Book of Samuel, 
and to chapter 2 in First Kings.  You will find 
stories of faith and lack of faith, close shaves 
with death, betrayal, love, love and betrayal, 
rebellion, battle, murder, sudden death, 
intrigue (“Desperate Housewives of 
Jerusalem” kind of stuff), justice, mercy, and 
the hand of God at work with his people.  If 
God can use people like this, he can certainly 
use us to share his love with the world.  
There’s only one hero in the Bible, God.  The 
rest of the characters are just humans like us 
(more or less, we can hope).
