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Fr. Marty’s Musings 

Each month I sit down to my word processor 
to attempt to write an article for our newsletter 
that is inspiring or informative or devotional or 
maybe even profound (when I get lucky).  This 
month is unusual in that I need to devote my 
column to a few announcements of note, 
significant news for the life of our parish. 

First, we’re trying a new 
experiment this summer.  Beginning 
on July 5th (the first Sunday in July), 
we will change our worship schedule 
to one service at 9:30 am. 

This experiment is the result of a 
great deal of thought and discussion 
by the members of our parish’s 
Liturgy & Worship Ministry, the 
ministry that advises me on all 
aspects of the worship offerings of 
the parish and also helps me bring 
together all that must come together 
for us to have the beautiful liturgies we so enjoy.  
This experiment is possible because—during the 
summer—our program of Christian Formation is 
on hiatus, and many of our other programs also 
slow down.  Right now, the plan is to keep this 
new schedule for one week more than two 
months: for all of July and August and through 
the Labor Day weekend in September. 

On Rally Day, September 13, we will return to 
our regular schedule of services at 8 and 10:30.  
The members of the Liturgy & Worship Ministry 
and I hope you will enjoy this summer when all of 
us can be one in fellowship as we worship the 
Lord of Life. 

My next announcement of note has to do with 
two additions to our parish staff who will be 
employed on a part-time basis.  At the end of last 
year, our Vestry created and funded (from the 
income from one of our restricted endowments) a 
new, staff position for an employee to facilitate 
our parish’s Christian Formation program.  During 
its May meeting (just days ago), our Vestry 
created and funded (also from that same 
restricted endowment) another staff position: this 
one to fill an important role in pastoral care. 

It is my pleasure to inform the parish—as I 
have already informed the Wardens and Vestry—
that I have called The Rev. Heather Barta and 
The Rev. Dr. Charles Curtis to fill these new 

positions as (respectively) Assistant to the Rector 
for Christian Formation and Assistant to the 
Rector for Pastoral Care. 

These two priests will begin their ministries 
with us in early June as they wrap up other, 
previous commitments and engagements.  In the 
very near future, we will hold a special Parish 

Forum or two to give all 
parishioners a forum to get to know 
them better through a Q & A time.  
Bringing these two priests onboard 
has been made possible because 
of the incredibly creative thinking 
and diligent work of our Vestry 
leadership and our Bishop.  I hope 
you will believe me when I say 
(and your Vestry agrees!) that 
bringing this to be is the work of 
the Holy Spirit; it is far more than 
just a lucky, serendipitous moment. 

I am truly excited by these additions to our 
ministerial staff.  My sense of our parish in the 
past few months has been that of a sleeper 
coming awake.  So many exciting things have 
happened in the last months.  Guests who have 
visited us have become members of our 
community (don’t miss our Bishop’s visitation on 
June 14th; he’ll be baptizing, confirming, and 
reaffirming several new members!)  “Hospitable” 
and “welcoming” are words that truly describe our 
every gathering.  Through our Futuring Ministry 
we are dreaming big dreams and making big 
plans to become the parish we want to be in 
2018.  These new staff members are part of our 
plans to grow programmatically and numerically. 

You’ll hear more about The Revs. Curtis and 
Barta in the days to come—biographies will 
appear in a future newsletter—but for now, be 
ready to “welcome them aboard.” 

Lastly, though it’s not an announcement, I 
cannot close without praising and thanking our 
departing staff member, our beloved deacon, The 
Rev. Sharon Y. Naughton.  Since her ordination 
in October 2003 (when I’d been your rector for 
just over 4 months), she has been an invaluable, 
creative, and caring presence among us: truly an 
icon of servanthood as a deacon is called to be! 

Deacon Sharon, Thank You! 
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�Last month’s Futuring Ministry meeting was spent reviewing the process of 
raising-up leaders to serve St. Paul’s and its parishioners.  We reviewed and 
discussed what we learned from interviewing our current parish leadership.  Each 
leader was asked to respond to three questions: 

How did you get your position? 
How did you get your training? 
How can we improve the process of training? 

We learned that we primarily rely on volunteers to fill parish leadership and ministry positions.  Not a 
lot of effort is placed on regularly identifying new candidates for ministry teams and inviting them to 
join.  By not doing so, we miss an important and effective nurturing opportunity.  New members look 
first to be welcomed into our congregation and then to be invited to actively contribute to our parish 
life.  Asking them to join rather than waiting for them to volunteer, is another way of saying 
“welcome, you are important to us, and we are willing to be changed by you”.   We might consider 
designating a certain time of the year for sharing information of our ministries thus making the 
inviting a little simpler. 

As for our current leadership, very little formal training is offered, most times they learned “on the 
job”.   Some who have held their positions for a very long time, suggested we establish term limits 
for ministry heads, similar to that used for Vestry positions.  That would ensure a regular turn-over 
and provide opportunities for others to come forward and bring new energy and ideas to our 
ministries.   Rather than a rigid policy this might best be approached on a ministry-by-ministry basis. 
Our team concluded that to achieve our vision of being a visible and vital leader in greater Flint, we 
need to consider ways to develop and strengthen effective parish leadership.   Formal training such 
as meeting management, or other, ministry-specific topics should be offered regularly.  Where 
practical, formal terms or term limits might be considered to assure our leadership team remains 
fresh.   In addition, frequent assessment should be made of the work of all of the ministries and how 
they relate to St. Paul’s vision and plan for the future.
