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Fr. Marty’s Musings 

There’s no doubt that life is costly.  
You feed a family, put braces on a teen-
ager, and pay a tuition bill.  You purchase 
a car (or two), secure a mortgage, and 
buy insurance.  There's Nikes and na-
chos, medicine and makeup, and a thou-
sand other wants and needs.  And that's 
just in the arena of money. Add to all that 
the cost of physical pain, mental stress, 
and emotional pressures.  Life, indeed, 
costs plenty! 

But into this world of "plenty-cost" 
comes the gift of Pentecost!  There's 
plenty of disease, despair, and devasta-
tion in our world, but alongside harsh-
ness comes a Comforter, the Holy Spirit.  
He brings plenty of grace, peace, and 
hope, and the power to transform our 
lives. 

A tornado may be blowing through 
your life, about to flatten you in devastat-
ing fury.  Work, home, community prob-
lems — hot heads and hot air every-
where.

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SHAPING THE FUTURE X 
 

On April 2nd our team shared a rather lengthy conference call with our consultants.   The evening’s 
discussion centered on the work we are doing to set objectives and develop 
initiatives leading to achieving the first three of the dimensions from our Vision 
Statement.  These are: 
 

Developing Ministries For Children, Youth, and Young Families. 
We’re making progress here.  Our parish is currently interviewing 

candidates for a Christian Formation Director who will head-up this 
ministry.  This is a new position, so the candidate will be free to devote 
a great deal more time to organizing and delivering this vital ministry 
than is possible with our current all volunteer team. 

It was decided that a good place to start is to “spiff” up the nursery and classrooms in 
order to make these places more inviting.  Volunteers will soon be asked to join a 
“sweat equity” team for general cleaning and painting. 

 
Offering Worship That Is Alive For All Generations. 

Our team feels we need more knowledge of this subject before we can recommend 
moving in any particular direction.  We plan to visit churches currently offering multi-
generational worship opportunities to see what they do.  We are interested in learning 
of their use of various media elements, music styles, and use of worship space.  We 
will also visit a couple of recently redesigned Episcopal churches to see how they 
updated their worship space. 

 
Developing & Deploying the Leadership of Adults 

Work has already started on this dimension.  Team members are now interviewing St. 
Paul’s current leadership to learn more about the jobs they do and how and where they 
received their training.  Competent leadership is a must if we are to achieve our vision. 

 
We touched again on the importance of “nurturing”, a subject we covered several months ago.  
Nurturing is the second step of the “welcoming” process, the step where a newcomer becomes 
engaged with the church community.  We’ve been blessed with a number of newcomers lately, and 
we need to develop more ways and places for us to get to know each other better.  A number of 
ministries leap to mind, but I’ll save that for next time.

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� One Sunday as I was leaving church 
Deacon Sharon suggested that I write an article 
for the Epistle on the topic of my doctoral dis-
sertation. Unfortunately my current job requires 
that I travel every other week and although I 
started the article some time ago I am now 
completing it. Following please find the very 
short version of the last 18 months of my life. 
 Professionally I have worked in the field 
of Early Childhood Education for the last 27 
years. My doctoral degree is from Michigan 
State University in Family and Child Ecology.  
My major is in Child Develop-
ment and I have a minor in Edu-
cational Administration. In the 
college of Human Ecology we 
use Urie Bronfenbrenner’s 
(1979) definition of ecology as 
the social, emotional and physi-
cal environment of the child or 
human organism. Using the 
child as the basic unit of meas-
urement, we examine all sys-
tems supporting and surround-
ing the child. Microsystems such 
as the child’s home, childcare 
center and school, as well as 
macrosystems, such as the gov-
ernment, including policies that 
impact the child, such as the Bush administra-
tion’s “Leave No Child Behind,” are carefully 
studied to determine best practices for optimal 
growth and development.  
 The topic of my dissertation was: “The 
Ecology of infant and toddler care in child care 
centers during nonstandard hours.” For pur-
poses of my dissertation I examined licensed 
childcare facilities that operate from 6 am 
through 11 p.m. Specifically, I was interested in 
infants and toddlers who were in care during the 
hours of 3 p.m. and 11 p.m.   Since this was an 
exploratory study I used a qualitative design to 
aptly capture as much rich data from observa-
tions and interviews as possible. I used a case 
study design to study 3 child care centers. The 
research question was: What are parents’, di-
rectors’, and teachers’ perceptions of the fea-

tures and challenges of nonstandard hour care 
for infants and toddlers.  
 A review of the literature revealed that 
children in care during nonstandard hours 
showed negative associations for cognitive out-
comes. Their peers who attended care during 
normal daytime hours showed positive associa-
tions for cognitive outcomes. The literature also 
revealed a lack of quality overall in most infant 
and toddler care. Hence the question what kind 
of care are children receiving during nonstan-
dard hours? 

 Data collection methods 
used included staff and parent 
completed demographic question-
naires, semi-structured, and one-
on–one interviews. Observations of 
the infant and toddler environments 
and of caregivers’ interactions with 
the children were conducted, as a 
means to providing a description of 
the child care environment.  Quali-
tative data analyses revealed com-
mon themes within each case study 
as well as across child care direc-
tors, caregivers, and parents.   
 Common themes that 
emerged from directors’ responses 
included: financial viability and 

time.  Responses from caregivers provided evi-
dence for the following themes:  relationships 
and time. Finally, data from parents revealed 
the following themes: time and safety.   Essen-
tially the findings were that the care children re-
ceive during nonstandard hours in child care 
centers is adequate and in one case exemplary. 
It is the parents’ lack of consistency in where 
their child is due to changing work schedules 
that make life tiring and hard for these families. 
These findings provide one of the few only in 
depth descriptive studies of nonstandard hour 
child care.   
 Data from the study suggest the need for 
wider community education about nonstandard 
hour care. Participants, no matter their role, 
commented on the negative perceptions associ-

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�ated with enrolling infants in nonstandard hour care.  Yet many families have no choice but to en-
gage in nonstandard work schedules.  Indeed many lower income parents may be working multiple 
jobs to financially sustain themselves.  The added stress of contending with negative perceptions of 
childcare was clear. The study findings also point towards the benefit of supports for childcare pro-
grams. Employer-sponsored programs may offer much needed financial and resource supports to 
childcare programs.  Privately owned programs may be more vulnerable to financial stresses and 
may lack the resources needed to provide the highest quality care.

 DEACON SHARON RETIRES (sort of) 
By Grayce Scholt 

 
As a friend and former colleague at Mott Community College, I recently met with Deacon Sharon 
and asked her--- 
 

Q.  When and why are you retiring? 
 

A.  According to the Canons of the church, clergy must retire at age 72.  While I’m not quite there 
yet (Sept. 30), the bishop has permitted me to be relieved of my duties at St. Paul’s on May 31 so 
that I can have some semi-sabbatical time during which I will prepare to become the full-time 
Dean of Diaconal Studies for the diocese and help develop the curriculum for the new 
Coppage/Gordon Diocesan School of Ministry.  Among other purposes, the school will prepare 
deacons for ordination by helping people discern whether they should answer the call to 
ordination by exploring spiritual formation and development, learning about church history, and 
studying scripture, theology, and liturgy.  The basic theme of the school is “What It Means to Be a 
Christian.” 
 

Q.  Will you still be at St. Paul’s? 
 

A.  No.  I will not have an office here or be a member.  I will be worshipping at various churches 
and working for the diocese as the Bishop’s assistant (which is what deacons are) on a year-to-
year basis. 
 

Q.  You have been such a successful deacon here at St. Paul’s—in fact, I recall Canon Bob 
Davidson calling you a “perfect deacon”—I’m wondering when and how you first knew you were 
“called” to the diaconate. 
 

A.  It wasn’t my idea at all, but one Sunday Fr. McClanahan was talking about the various orders 
of the clergy.  Deacon Jan King had died a couple of years before, so I asked Fr. McClanahan 
how St. Paul’s could get a new deacon.  He looked straight at me and said, “I think you should 
think about that.”  And the seed was planted.  I had felt that when I retired from Mott, God wanted 
me to do something in the church, but I didn’t know what.  So I volunteered for various activities 
here at St. Paul’s.  And then came the comment from Loren along with encouragement from 
people in the congregation whom I trusted—and that seemed to be leading me. 
 

Q.  But when and how did you come to be “called”?  What did it feel like? 
 

A.  Well, I began to feel like I was being “nagged.”  It was almost like a voice—the Holy Spirit—
that kept saying, “You need to think about this.”  I resisted and fought the “call” for quite a while. 
Then I went on a discernment retreat at Columbiere Retreat Center and came away from it pretty 
much convinced that perhaps I was being “called” by God.  Then, strange as it may seem, I saw

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an episode on the television show “West Wing” in which a story was told about a man who resists 
being rescued from a flood because he insists that God will save him.  He turns down several 
chances to be rescued and finally drowns and goes to heaven.  When he complains to God, “Why 
didn’t you save me?” God says, “Look, I sent you a weather forecast, a rowboat, and a helicopter—
what the H___ are you doing up here?”  So it was as if God had hit me upside the head asking me 
what I was waiting for.  How many more signs did I need?  And so, I began my journey. 
 

Q.  Sharon, I know you’re a survivor.  You’ve survived marriage to an alcoholic, divorce, breast 
cancer, and several other serious illnesses.  How do you account for it? 
 

A.  I come from a long line of survivors.  My mother, for example, was a very strong woman 
physically.  She survived many serious illnesses throughout her life.  And my dad had quite a 
traumatic childhood, and as an adult he never missed a day of work.  He could be sick as anything, 
but he would go to mass and then to work regardless.  It sounds silly, but I think of myself as the 
Energizer Bunny.  You just keep going, and going, and going.  I love those commercials.  The E. 
Bunny is one of my favorite icons. 
 

Q.  Would you say your dad was one of your role models? 
 

A.  Oh, yes.  My Aunt Elaine too, my favorite aunt.  Such an independent, feisty spirit.  She was still 
dancing in her high heels when she was in her seventies, going square dancing and ball room 
dancing two or three times a week.  After she and my Uncle Bob moved to California when I was just 
a little girl, we corresponded regularly.  Unfortunately, like my mother (her sister) she too was afflicted 
with Alzheimer’s. 
 

Q.  Was it because of your aunt and your mother that you got involved with the Alzheimer’s ministry? 
 

A.  Actually, I was drawn to the AD ministry much before that because several members of our 
church family were afflicted.  So when my mother’s behavior started to change, I recognized the 
symptoms. 
 

Q.  As I said, I first knew you as a colleague at Mott.  So you see any similarities between being a 
teacher and a deacon? 
 

A.  An interesting question.  Especially during the last ten-fifteen years or so of my teaching career, I 
came to realize that teaching was a kind of ministry—that it had a spiritual dimension.  I tried to help 
my students develop a better image of themselves, to let them know they were capable of learning, 
and that even though they were the so-called “developmental students,” they were a whole lot 
smarter than some people believed they were.  I wanted them to see the goodness in themselves.  
Many of them were single mothers trying to get off welfare and trying so hard to achieve; they were 
some of the hardest working students I ever had.  I hope I helped them achieve that belief in 
themselves. In 1995 when I announced that I couldn’t finish the semester because of upcoming 
surgery for breast cancer, they spontaneously gathered around me and said a prayer.  It was 
probably the single most affecting moment of my teaching career. 
 

Another rewarding moment was when I had attended an AL-ANON meeting and a woman slipped me 
a note which I later read.  In part it said, “As a teacher, you changed my life.”  I so hoped that what 
she said was true.  And as a deacon, I hope that I have helped to change other lives as well.  After 
all, that’s what the Christian Church is all about.
