Indeed, with our Bishop visiting us 
that Sunday, those elements of the 
dictionary definition become even 
more real. 

It’s been a fun summer in 
many ways, a summer of 
experiments, of trying some new 
things, and a little slow down for R 
& R.  Our 9:30 worship start-time 
in July and August was an 
experiment in bringing our 
community together, and many 
(not all) have said it was an enjoyable thing to 
do.  Our new Assistant Rectors have hit the 
ground running, and I couldn’t be more 
pleased.  We tried a couple of new Christian 
Formation events over the summer, and our 
Christian Formation Ministry has plans in 
place for an exciting autumn and beyond.  Our 
Pastoral Care and Evangelism & Newcomers 
ministries are executing plans to welcome our 
newest members during our Rally Sunday 
Picnic and to attract more people to discover 
the great and wonderful community of love, 
faith, service, and support that we have at this 
historic parish.  And all that I’ve written so far 
just touches the tip of the iceberg; it comes no 
where near to describing the potential we have 
as a parish.  God has lots for us to do and is 
leading us into his perfect will daily. 

One of the new things you will be hearing 
about in the very near future has me truly 
giddy with excitement.  Ever since I first laid 
eyes on our beautiful church building in our 
downtown location, I have been inspired (and I 
truly believe it is a “God-thing”) to dream of 
opening a school that will address the 
educational needs of Flint’s children and 
youth and simultaneously address the vicious 
cycle of poverty that traps so many children, 

all of whom have so much more potential than 
they are ever able to achieve while dealing 
with the rigors of poverty-entrapped lives.  
That vision has not been and is not mine 
alone.  Several others, maybe many others, 
among our parishioners have the same vision 
and share my dream.  One of them is Sheryl 
Kennedy. 

Sheryl has taken this bull by the 
horns.  She is so on fire for this 
vision of a school for the kids 
that need it most that she (with a 
little support from me and a lot 
of hard work on her part) put 
together the rudiments of how 
we can make this dream/vision 
come to be.  At our August 
Vestry Meeting, she presented a 
vision and the first-stage of a 
concept to make a school real.  
You’ll hear more about it later, 

and I hope you’ll get to hear the presentation 
she made to the Vestry when she repeats it 
soon at an All-Parish Forum.  But after her 
presentation (and after I butted in with my 
unqualified support!) the Vestry resolved to 
enter into the first of a three-stage plan to 
bring the school to reality.  Stage One is a 
Feasibility Study, and with our Vestry’s 
approval, we are off and running.  The 
Feasibility Study phase will take about a year, 
and will have minimal cost associated with it.  
The Vestry also named Sheryl as Chairperson 
of a new School Feasibility Study Task Force 
and authorized her to recruit other interested 
dreamers, visionaries, and hard-workers to 
join her task force.  Interested in being part of 
this dream?  Sheryl will be glad to speak with 
you. 

This is the first step of a long process that 
could take 3 or 4 years before we launch our 
dream, but we’re starting.  As a wise person 
once said, “The journey of a thousand miles 
begins with the first step.”  Step one is 
underway!

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What Are the MDGs?

During a sermon in August, I mentioned the Millennium Development Goals.  These 8 goals 
were agreed to in 2000 by 189 heads of state and/or government from around the world — in-
cluding the United States — and they address the deepest material brokenness in the world to-
day.  Incidentally, the poverty being addressed in these goals is more extreme than any poverty 
we see in the United States. 
 
The Goals: 
1. Eradicate extreme poverty and hunger. 
2. Achieve universal primary education. 
3. Promote gender equality and empower women.�� 
4. Reduce child mortality. 
5. Improve maternal health. 
6. Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria, and other diseases. 
7. Ensure environmental sustainability. 
8. Create a global partnership for development with targets for     
    aid, trade and debt relief. 
 
Why They Are Special 
They are specific - These aren't just broad wishes and dreams.  
 
  *Each goal has specific targets and indicators of success. There are precise monitoring mecha-
nisms in place to assess progress, and report cards are issued regularly. 
 
 *They are time-bound — We're not going to achieve the MDGs "someday" ... we are going to 
achieve these goals by 2015.  The clock is ticking. 
 
 *They are achievable — The MDGs will not end extreme poverty.  But they do start the process, 
in small ways, toward a safe and productive life for all. 
 
 *They are collaborative —- The problems we face are so huge no one nation or people can 
solve them alone, but working together we can get the job done. 
 
 *They are appropriate to our 21st century world —- For the first time in human history we have   
the combination of the resources, technology and delivery systems to achieve these goals and    
more.  All that is lacking is the will. The MDGs give a focus for that will ... if we are willing to    
give it. 
 
Why should we as Christians care about the MDGs? 
The MDGs aren't a new idea for Christians; we've been doing this stuff as long as there's been a 
church!  Our scripture and tradition is overflowing with God calling us to feed the hungry, clothe 
the naked, care for the sick, nurture children, steward creation, and everything else the MDGs 
are about.  The MDGs give us a structure not only for answering a divine call that has echoed 
through the millennia, but a structure for connecting our work for God's mission of global recon-
ciliation and healing to a worldwide effort that can bring the whole planet together.

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� Help us care for you and for each other  
 

In the olden days, it seemed like everybody lived in a small village or a quiet neighborhood, 
knew everybody else’s business, and—when people encountered trouble—everyone knew it.  We 
don’t live in a world like that anymore.  Privacy laws, people moving in and out,  new neighborhoods 
with no stores or parks in which to gather, and no sidewalks to be places to “chat up” the neighbors, 
everybody holed up for the summer in their air-conditioned homes instead of enjoying front porch 
swings, all make our caring for each other considerably more difficult.  Couple  that to an attitude of 
“I don’t want to be a bother to anyone,” and you can easily escape notice when having people care 

for you could do you some real good.  We at St. Paul’s care about you; we 
want to care for you.  In ways that can help, by prayer, just sitting with you 
in a difficult time, helping you as you may need, we want you to know that 
you are not alone.  We know that God is with you, but God has also called 
us to be his hands and heart at work, too. 
     There are some practical things that you can do to help us care for each 
other.  When you go into the hospital, or you are struggling with something, 
just call our Secretary, Brenda Gordon or one of the clergy, and let us 

know.  We’ll ask if you would like someone to pray for you (privately), or if you would like the congre-
gation to pray for you (meaning put you on the prayer list), or would you like a visit from one of the 
clergy, or whatever else might be helpful.  You can say yes or no to any or all of these. 

God calls us to love one another, and you can be especially helpful if you provide an opportu-
nity for someone else to respond to God’s love by extending that personal caring to you.  (It doesn’t 
just help you, it also helps the someone who is trying to love God in tangible ways.  Without your will-
ingness to accept their love, how can they do that?)  You can always leave a message on St. Paul’s 
voice mail for Brenda, Fr. Marty, or me; and you can always call Fr. Marty at home (his number is in 
the Church Directory) if it is an emergency.  God doesn’t give you extra credit for facing problems by 
yourself, but he does thank you for giving others the opportunity to pass along his care and love.

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Whatever happened to that young student? 

by G. Donald Kaye 

In response to many people who have asked, 
"What ever happened to that young student of 
yours back some years ago?"  
 
In May of 1981 a son, John, was born to John 
and Dorrie Bohl here in Flint.  In September of 
1981 G. Donald and Elaine Kaye moved to Flint 
as Donald became the Organ-
ist and Choirmaster at St. 
Paul's. An interesting astro-
logical coincidence!  

In 1992 at age 11, John audi-
tioned and became an organ 
and piano student of Donald 
Kaye. During the years in 
which John completed his ele-
mentary, middle, and high 
school education, John ab-
sorbed everything that was put before him: com-
plete keyboard discipline, piano and organ reper-
toire, hymn playing, choral accompanying, an un-
derstanding of liturgical forms and style.  John 
was a "quick study" from day one and his innate 
talent and winsome personality marked him for 
success early on.  

During this time, John was awarded scholarships 
from the Susan Kilmer Scholarship Fund, the St. 
Cecelia Society, and the Whiting Foundation, and 
these contributed to his education in many ways.  
Some of his studies include: the American Guild 
of Organist Pipe Organ Encounters at the East-
man School of Music in Rochester, NY and again 
in Rochester, Michigan; the Association of Angli-
can Musician Conferences in Washington, DC 
and in England, which he attended with Donald 
and Elaine Kaye, leaving an indelible impression 
upon him as he experienced the richness and vi-
tality of the English choral tradition in such places 
as Westminster Abbey and St. Paul's Cathedral, 
London; Kings College, Cambridge; and Canter-
bury Cathedral with its world famous men and 
boy choirs.  Following his graduation from Indi-
ana University, the rest is history as follows from 
his official biography: 
 
Mr. John Bohl is assistant director of music at 

St. Paul's Parish, K Street, Washington, D.C., 
(“The Church of the Presidents”) where he is 
primary accompanist of the semi-professional 
parish choir, the choir of men’s and boys, and 
the girls' choir.  In addition to his duties at St. 
Paul's, K Street, he serves as accompanist and 
chapel organist at Episcopal High School in Al-

exandria, Virginia. 
 
Mr. Bohl began studying 
piano at age six and organ 
at age ten, and held his 
first position as organist at 
the age of twelve.  Mr. 
Bohl studied organ with 
Dr. Marilyn Keiser and 
voice with tenor Paul Elliott 
at Indiana University, 
Bloomington, Indiana.  He 

previously held the position of Assistant Organ-
ist and Choirmaster at Old Saint Paul's Church 
in Baltimore, Maryland (2005-2007), where he 
assisted in the training of the boy and girl cho-
risters, the choir of men and women, and the 
vespers' scholar. Mr. Bohl is also active as a 
vocalist in the Washington, D.C. area and 
abroad. He currently sings with the Washing-
ton Bach Consort, Chantry, and the choirs of 
the Washington National Cathedral. He has 
also sung with the Holy Trinity Bach Choir 
(New York City), Pro Arte Singers 
(Bloomington, Indiana), and the Festival En-
semble Stuttgart, conducted by the Bach 
scholar Helmuth Rilling. Mr. Bohl has been so-
loist with numerous ensembles in the United 
States, including singing Bernstein's Missa bre-
vis and Chichester Psalms with the Indianapolis 
Symphonic Choir, Bach’s B-Minor Mass with the 
Trinity Choir in Worcester, Massachusetts, 
Handel's Messiah as part of the Abendmusik se-
ries at Plymouth United Church of Christ in Lin-
coln, NE, and most recently Bach cantatas with 
the Holy Trinity Bach Choir (New York City).  

Last September it was my privilege to attend the 
Region III conference of the Association of Angli-
can Musicians in Washington, DC which was

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I hope everyone had a great summer. It’s hard 
to believe that I’m writing September’s article 
already. I look forward to another year as your 
Parish Nurse. 
 This month we will discuss high choles-
terol which is one of the major risk factors for 
heart disease. In fact, the 
higher your blood  cholesterol 
level, the greater your risk is 
for     developing heart disease 
or having a heart     attack. 
Each year over a million peo-
ple have heart attacks and half 
a million die from heart dis-
ease. 
 Cholesterol is a fat-like substance in 
your blood that builds up on the walls of your 
arteries and eventually narrows them which 
slows or blocks the blood flow. As the blockage 
grows you may start having chest pain. If blood 
supply is completely blocked a heart attack will 

occur. 
 Everyone age 20 and older should have 
their levels checked at least every 5 years. The 
blood test is called a lipid profile/panel and      
Includes a total cholesterol, LDL (bad) choles-
terol (the main source of build up/blockage), 

HDL (good) cholesterol( helps de-
crease build up in arteries) and 
Triglycerides-another form of fat 
in your blood. 
 Desirable levels are: total 
cholesterol < 200mg/dL, LDL 
<100, HDL 60>, triglycerides 
<120. For more details see the 
info on the bulletin board in Barth 

Hall. Things we can do to help keep our levels 
within normal limits: low fat diet, maintain a 
healthy weight and exercise regularly. Age, 
gender and heredity also play a part. Copies of 
this info are available upon request.

It was my pleasure to attend sessions of the Royal School of Church Music in America course at 
Kings College, Wilkes Barre, Pennsylvania this past month where the music performances are held 
at St. Stephen's Procathedral.  John was chosen as one of two organists to participate under the di-
rection of Richard Tanner from Blackbum Cathedral, England.  
 
In this role John performed as accompanist and soloist at the great organ of St. Stephen's, the very 
place where I developed my skills while an undergrad student at Wilkes University before attending 
the Juilliard School of Music where I received my Master's Degree.  In conclusion let me say what a 
deeply moving experience it was to see and hear my own student at the very place where I "came of 
age" and had my own "spiritual formation."  The seed planted at our St. Paul's those years ago has 
borne much fruit.
