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What's Happening?

St. Paul's search committee is moving forward. We had our first meeting
in early March and have started to develop a meeting schedule. Andrew
Dill has compiled over seventy of our parish surveys with more to come.
If you have not completed your survey, please do so soon as everyone’s
opinion is important. Our search process is being coordinated by the
Diocese of Eastern Michigan and will be nationwide.

The first step is to hire a Priest-in-Charge for St. Paul's Church. This priest may serve our
church until a permanent Rector is hired by our vestry. Normally this individual would serve for a
period of about one year. We are now interviewing candidates for our priest in charge position.

The second step is the search for the Rector. This process may require numerous interviews,
including telephone, visits to the candidate’s home church and the candidates visit to St. Paul’s.
We will be assisted in this process by the Reverent Elsa Pressentin and Bishop Ousley. The
Bishop and his staff will check references and assist in matching candidates with the St. Paul
profile.

Please continue to pray that we find the right individuals for our parish.

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1- Why is the Easter Vigil so late?
(For those of you not used to
the Christmas Eve Midnight
Mass)

| remember the first

Easter Vigil | ever

attended. Several of
us seminarians were recruited to
help some (then male, of course)
priests with the Holy Week rites at a
convent of Episcopal nuns in
Arlington, Mass. When we got to
Holy Saturday, we went out for the
Vigil service which started at
10:00AM. (That's where it was
placed in the Roman Calendar
before the Vatican Council that reformed their
calendar, and the sisters took their schedule
from that rite at the time —there wasn’t any
such thing in the Prayer Book then.) It was an
interesting bit of high church ritual, but it had
little impact on me at the time.
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When the Great Vigil of Easter was put in the
new Prayer Book (in 1976) it started me on a
whole new experience —it finally made sense.
The Prayer Book states right up front: “The
Great Vigil, when observed, is the first service

of Easter Day. Itis celebrated at a convenient
time between sunset on Holy Saturday and
sunrise on Easter Morning.” It starts in
darkness, not with the shades drawn, but in
true darkness, darkness that
covers the world, darkness that
seems to represent the victory of
death over life. That is not that
difficult (or late) when Easter Day
comes in late-March, and before
Daylight Savings Time arrives; but
when it comes in late April (like
this year) and in Daylight Savings
Time, it probably won’'t be pitch
black when we start, but it should
be getting there. Only when you
appreciate the darkness and are
surrounded by it can you really appreciate the
triumph of Light and Life.

The Easter Vigil is a time to remember,
ponder, celebrate and rejoice. We take the
time to rest in God’s Time, remembering who
it is that has created us, redeemed us, and
offers us new life with himself.

It sym-
bolizes that we are a holy community - priest, deacon and congregation together, gathered around
the table where Christ is among us, just as he was with his disciples, sharing the sacraments in
remembrance of Jesus, our Lord and Savior.
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Rebuilding the Episcopal Church in Haiti

“When the earthquake hit Haiti in January 2010,
it effectively leveled the most populous diocese
of the Episcopal Church. Seventy percent of
church buildings were considered a total loss.
Diocesan-run schools, clinics and hospitals that
served over 100,000 Episcopalians, as well as
countless community members, were wiped out
in thirty-five seconds.

Many of the services we .
expect from the govern- SRR
ment—healthcare, educa-
tion, culture—are provided F&%
in Haiti by The Episcopal &
Church. Any many govern-
mental agencies and
NGOs have rushed to fill
these needs in the after- '
math. Episcopal Relief & Development is part-
nering with the Church in Haiti to provide short-
term employment, provisional homes, and sani-
tation systems in addition to other community-
focused recovery programs. The Clinton-Bush
Haiti Fund sponsored mobile health clinics, and
a United Nations fund has underwritten the clean
-up of six neighborhoods in Port-au-Prince.”

To aid the rebuilding efforts in Haiti, The Episco-
pal Church has pledged one million dollars.
Each diocese has been challenged to raise

$100,000.
