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Six Ways YOU can Help St. 
Paul’s Get through the 
Transition. 
 
The Rector leaving a 
congregation makes anxiety 
ooze out of the woodwork.  
That is not all bad—who 

wants the Vestry to be lackadaisical at a 
time like this??  But it can be unhelpful in 
some ways.  YOU can help it to be more 
motivating and less destructive. 
 
Here are Fr. Curtis’ Six Tips for Helping a 
Congregation in Transition : 
1. When you hear a rumor (and we all will 
 at some point or another), check it out 
 at  the source.  Don’t pass it on, check it 
 out with one of the Wardens or 
 Vestrymembers.  We need to keep all 
 our communication fact-based.  
 (Speculation expands to fill areas where 
 communication is lacking.  Don’t 
 speculate, check it out.)  Jumping rope 
 builds up the physical body, jumping to 
 conclusions does NOT build up the Body 
 of Christ. 
2. When somebody does something 
 strange and potentially destructive, 
 remember “They are doing the best they 
 can with what they have.”  Don’t attribute 
 bad or ulterior motives.  They are just as 
 anxious as you, they just have a different 
 way of expressing it.  Love them and 
 support them (and guide them in more 
 helpful directions, if needed). 
3. Show up on Sunday mornings.  That is 
 where you will learn what is really going 
 on  from the Wardens and 

 Vestrymembers. That is where you will 
 support one another by your presence 
 and caring.  We will all be leaning on one 
 another more during this time, so show 
 up for “leaning post” duty for someone 
 else (and hope they remember to show 
 up and be a leaning post for you when 
 you need it). 
4. Give the Wardens and Vestrymembers 
 space to do their work.  Each of us does 
 not need to know everything.  Some of 
 the Vestry’s work will need to be 
 confidential, (that’s different from being a 
 secret).   Respect that, and if someone 
 tells you something that should be 
 confidential YOU can keep it confidential 
 –don’t pass it on. 
5. Ask the Wardens and Vestry where you 
 can help –be available.  Don’t be upset if 
 there is not something right at the 
 moment—be available when the right 
 moment arrives. 
6.  PRAY!  The way looks uncertain and IS 
 uncertain at this point.  That is the kind of 
 time when God can act in ways that 
 might surprise us.  We need to pray and 
 do what we know how to do, and expect 
 the Lord to do something really good for 
 us.  Then relax from the feeling, it is all 
 on  our shoulders, and wait for the Lord’s 
 grace in due season (which is different 
 from when I want it –NOW). 

 
The opposite of anxiety is not knowledge 
and control (we just THINK that will help).  
The real antidote for anxiety is faith –faith in 
one another, and faith in God! 

 
Don’t fear, be faithful, see you in Church!

Who Is Absalom Jones 
 

Born a slave in 1746 in Delaware, Absalom Jones was able to earn tips because of his coveted posi-
tion inside the Wynkoop house.  With this money he was able to buy a primer, a spelling book, and a 
New Testament Bible.  His master, Benjamin Wynkoop took him with him to Philadelphia in 1762, to 
work in his store.  The City of Brotherly Love had a large free black community and Jones was able 
to continue his education at a night school for blacks while working in Wynkoop’s store.  He married 
Mary King in 1770 and eight years later was able to purchase her freedom and 
then his own in 1784.  Jones showed great leadership within the black commu-
nity through membership in the African Society of Philadelphia, the first inde-
pendent black mutual aid society in the United States. 
 
It was in 1787 that the seed was sewn for the formation of the African Church of 
St. Thomas.  Jones and his friend Richard Allen were praying in St George’s 
Episcopal Church when the sexton tried to pull the two men to their feet.  A new 
gallery had been constructed at St. George’s and the white members of the con-
gregation felt the black members should be confined to the balcony.  Jones and 
Allen walked out rather than be subjected to such indignities.  On January 1, 
1791, the Free African Society held religious services for the first time, and the congregation that 
grew out of that began to raise funds to build their own church.  The African Church of St Thomas 
was formally dedicated on July 17, 1795.  It was affiliated with the white Episcopal Church in order to 
be granted official recognition by the state, and Jones served as its first lay reader.  Within weeks 
(August 6, 1795), he was ordained a deacon in the Episcopal Church.  In 1804, nine years later, he 
became an ordained priest, and he and Allen would become the first black Americans to be formally 
ordained in any denomination. 
 
Jones led St. Thomas for many years.  His sermons advocated the abolition of slavery.  He was also 
active in education as a teacher and the founder of a school for blacks.  His prominent role in early 
Philadelphia history is confirmed by the existence of a formal portrait of him, in ecclesiastical attire 
and holding a Bible, which was painted by Raphaelle Peale, son of the well-known Philadelphia por-
trait artist Charles Willson Peale.  “For decades, Saint Thomas’s was emblematic of the striving for 
dignity, self-improvement, and autonomy of a generation of African Americans released or self-
released from bondage,” noted Gary B. Nash in the Encyclopedia of African American Culture and 
History.

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 Greetings to you my brothers and sisters in Christ.  It gives me great pleasure to enlighten 
you on what has been happening at the Christ Enrichment Center (CEC) and what the future holds.  
2010 was a challenging year and 2011 will even be as challenging, if not more.   
  

 During 2010, CEC has had several changes:  Mr. Leenard Williams (then Director) moved to 
Georgia to be with his family; I was appointed Interim Director and a search for a new Director       
began; reduction in financial support by major funding sources; and a decrease in individual dona-
tions.   Even with all these changes and unexpected turns, we were able to keep the doors open. 
  

 Thanks to Almighty God and to those who supported our fund raising events throughout the 
year, we were able to run the Summer Day Camp and sponsored (camp fees and field trips) 20 chil-
dren.  The Afterschool Tutoring and Performing Arts programs were started on a shoe-string budget 
with both volunteers and paid staff.  The adults and teens tutoring program continues to grow in 
number as more and more individuals are seeking to improve their education. 
  

 Through our service program, the Center provided over 65 baskets for Thanksgiving and    
approximately 49 for Christmas.  These baskets contained a turkey or ham, vegetables, cake mix, 
corn bread mix, cranberry sauce, stuffing and rice.  The only things missing were the pots and pans.  
These baskets were made possible by contributions from members of the board, community donors, 
and supplemented by the Center and staff.  The Center provides space for four AA/NA groups which 
meet four times each week. 
  

 The Center offers the following:  Adult, Teen and Youth Tutoring programs; dance classes 
(ballet, jazz, tap, modern, and hip-hop - clean of course - with Latin, salsa and jazz for adults); adult 
and youth computer classes; music classes – vocal and piano; digital photography; painting and 
drawing; and martial arts.  These classes are offered at a minimal or no cost to program participants. 
 

 As we begin 2011, it is with some apprehension as to how we will sustain all our programs 
with limited resources.  I know that, if not all, most of us face this same dilemma, but with God’s help 
and continued prayers, the Center will achieve its goals.  As the needs for our service continue to 
grow, we are exploring ways of acquiring funding to sustain our programs, restructuring program  
offerings and seeking ways to become more involved in the community. 
 

 What’s coming in 2011:  CEC’s photography and painting & drawing students will display their 
works at the Art Walk on April 8th at St Paul’s; our annual Recognition Dinner will be held on April 
29th; the Evening Cruise on the Genesee Belle is booked for July 28th; The Read-2-Live Literacy 
Drive will run from July 22nd through September 30th; October 30th the Spaghetti Dinner & Silent 
Auction will take place at St Paul’s; and finally at the end of the year, December 1, the annual Open 
House will celebrate all that we do.  Mark your calendar. 
 

 Finally, I would like to thank all those who supported the Center throughout the years and es-
pecially in 2010.  I know that with uncertainty comes fear, but I would like to assure you that the staff 
and board has remained and continue to be good stewards of the Center’s resources.  I ask for your 
continued support and prayers so that the work of Christ can be continued through the services and 
programs of CEC.

As you leave St. Paul’s Episcopal Church, Flint, 
we send you forth with words of St. Paul him-
self. In Paul’s letter to Titus verses 7 through 9 
he says: For a Bishop, as God’s steward, must 
be blameless; he must not be arrogant or quick-
tempered or addicted to wine or violent or 
greedy for gain; but he must be hospitable, a 
lover of goodness, prudent, upright, devout, and 
self-controlled. He must have a firm grasp of the 
Word that is trustworthy in accordance with the 
teaching, so that he may be able both to preach 
with sound doctrine and to refute those who 
contradict it.

Because the beaders use recycled, colorful paper, the beads help 
prevent environmental degradation.  What was trash becomes beauty, money, food, and 
hope.  The women who gather the Shea nuts search the landscape early in the morning looking for 
the finest nuts. They dry and husk the nuts and sell them to Bead for Life creating opportunities for 
themselves and their families.
