Spinach Lasagna Roll Ups

I 2 cans (15 ounces each) seasoned tomato sauce

In a bowl, combine the spinach, mozzarella, cottage cheese, 1/2 cup parmesan & egg.
Spread a heaping 1/3 cupful over each noodle. Roll up & secure with toothpicks.

Place seam side down in an 11 x 7 x 2 inch baking dish coated with non-stick cooking spray. Pour
tomato sauce over the roll-ups. Cover & bake at 350 degrees for 33-38 minutes or until bubbly.
Sprinkle with remaining Parmesan cheese. Makes 6 servings.

Spiced Pecans
(4 cups of shelled pecan halves makes 1 pound, almonds can also be used.)

In small bowl combine 1 cup white granulated sugar with 1 teaspoon salt and 1 teaspoon
ground cinnamon. Set aside.

I In large bowl whisk 1 egg white with a TABLESPOON water until frothy but not stiff. Pour the

I pecans into this mixture and stir until well coated. Next pour the sugar mixture over pecans and
| stir until well coated. Place on ungreased large cookie sheet - single layer. Bake 290 for 1 hour -
I stir every 15 minutes. Remove from oven and place on another cookie sheet to cool. Store in

: ziplock bags tightly sealed to keep out moisture. Keeps up to 1 year in refrigerator or freezer.
