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Parishioners Make A “Grand Escape…” 
By Grayce Scholt 

 
When the present St. Paul’s building was constructed in 1873, Flint was a village of 5,000 peo-
ple.  But lumber, carriage building, and the automotive industry would soon turn it into a thriving 
city, with St. Paul’s Episcopal Church the spiritual home of many of Flint’s most influential citi-
zens, including C. S. Mott, and others—among them Pierce, Pierson, Franklin, Fenton, 
McCreery, Atwood, Cummings, Thompson, Whaley, MacArthur—all of whom are still familiar 
names in the area. 
 
Two of those early parishioners are enshrined in St. Paul’s historic 
windows: Lt. Col. Wm. B. McCreery, and Colonel Wm. Fenton, for 
whom the city of Fenton was named.  Their roles in the Civil War 
were told in a two-part article in the Michigan Alumnus Quarterly Re-
view, 1958, called “The Grand Escape,” and reprinted in The Citizen, 
a publication of the Genesee County Historical Society, May-October, 
2001. 
 
The story of the “grand escape” recounts how young McCreery, un-
der Col. Fenton’s command, had “fearlessly led Company G against 
strong opposition” until he was wounded.  After recuperating, he was 
made an officer in command of Twenty-first Michigan.  But at the bat-
tle of Chickamauga he and his outfit were captured and taken to pris-
ons in Georgia. 
 

   With two other officers, McCreery was taken to the infamous Libby           
prison for Union officers called “Rat Hell.”  There they embarked on a 
daring plan to escape by digging their way out of the prison through a 
tunnel that they would dig only with their hands and sharpened spoons.  
After months of digging under incredibly difficult and dangerous condi-
tions (collapsing walls and being able to dig only by lying flat on their 
bellies propped up on their elbows,) they finally completed the escape 
route after 50 arduous days.  The tunnel was 18 inches in diameter. 
 
When they finally emerged, they were only fifty feet closer to the Union 
lines.  They still had fifty miles or more to travel if they were to make it 
to freedom.  They accomplished this only because a “colored man” 
took them into his home and gave them food, although he knew that 
his life and his family’s were in extreme jeopardy.  But he sympathized 
with the Union cause and went on to accompany the three officers 
through the Rebel lines.   
 

After some harrowing near-captures, McCreery and the others made it to Fortress Monroe 
where McCreery telegraphed his father in Flint: “I have made my escape from Libby Prison and 
am in God’s country once more, ready for more business.”  After several weeks, it was learned 
that 53 more Northern officers had successfully escaped through the tunnel.  
On February 26, 1864, McCreery reached Flint where he received a hero’s welcome from the

Though 84% of parents of Michigan 4th grad-
ers are told by the state that their children 
are proficient in reading (MEAP scores), only 
30% of those same students scored profi-
cient on the national reading exam (NAEP). 
 
Within Michigan, Detroit is NOT at the bot-
tom.  African American 8th graders in Flint 
have lower proficiency rates than African 
American students in Detroit in math. 
 

These shocking statistics were part of a 
presentation by Amber Arellano, Executive 
Director of Education Trust-Midwest, who 
spoke on Tuesday night, October 4th at an 
event sponsored by FACT.  Several mem-
bers of St Paul’s were in attendance and can attest to the 
critical need to do something about the abysmal educa-
tional performance of our youth.  Arellano suggests that 
we begin by being open about the problem by providing 
honest information to parents and the public.  Next, we 
join FACT in researching the problem especially  focusing 
on what works.  What others with similar demographics 
have done to turn around the public schools to high per-
forming academic models.  Again several of St Paul’s  
members have been actively engaged in FACT efforts to 

see first-hand how others are succeeding in 
improving student  performance.  But it 
takes a village as they say and we need 
EVERYONE on board. 
     
 Arellano concluded her presentation with, 
“Michigan has long been a center of entre-
preneurship, creativity, and hard work.  It’s 

time our state reclaims that heritage in education – for the 
sake of our children and our future.”
