Aaron Tan, Virtuoso Organist,
Sunday, September 18, 2011 @ 3:30 pm

Canadian born Aaron Tan is a meteor flash-
ing through the firmament of the pipe organ
world. Blazingly brilliant former student of the
great John Tuttle of Toronto, Aaron is held in
admiration and awe by all his audiences on
his busy touring schedule.

Aaron Tan, twenty-five, is a pas- [®
sionate engineer, pianist, violin-
ist, and organist. In 2004, he be-
gan his organ studies with John
Tuttle. He is a winner of the Bar-
well Piano Student Scholarship,
the Toronto RCCO Young Or-
ganists Competition, and the Osborne Organ
Competition of the Summer Institute of
Church Music (Ontario). He has recently won
the RCCO's National Organ Playing Compe-
tition, the Charlotte Hoyt Bagnall Scholarship
for Church Musicians, and the Lilian Forsyth
Scholarship. He has also been a prize winner
in the Arthur Poister, West Chester Univer-
sity, and Wells Competitions.

Aaron's musical studies began on the piano
when he was five years old. Receiving his
ARCT diploma in Piano Performance from
the Royal Conservatory of Music in Toronto,
Canada at the age of twelve, he
went on to earn his Licentiate
(LTCL) and Fellowship (FTCL) di-
a plomas in Piano Performance
B from Trinity College of Music
(London, England) at 13 and 15
years, respectively. When he was
18, Aaron completed his ARCT
diploma in Violin Performance.
More recently, he has com-
pleted both his ARCCO and FRCCO diplo-
mas in organ, and obtained a B.A.Sc. in En-
gineering Science (Nanoengineering) from
the University of Toronto in 2007. Aaron is
currently pursuing a doctoral degree in Mate-
rials Science and Engineering at the Univer-
sity of Michigan.

Cream of Morel Soup

% cup butter

1/3 cup chopped onions
% cup flour

1 bay leaf

4 cups chicken broth, hot
Pinch of salt

Pinch of nutmeg

Melt ¥z cup butter in a one quart, heavy bottomed sauce pan (preferably enameled or stainless
steel), add onions and cook slowly until transparent. Add flour, stir over low heat for three min-
utes, add the chicken broth and seasoning. Whip until all lumps are dissolved. Bring to a boil,
simmer slowly for 20 minutes, strain.

% pound fresh morel mushrooms chopped finely (domestic mushrooms may be substituted)

Heat a large skillet, add butter and morels. Cook over medium heat until morels turn gray but do
not brown. Add to soup and simmer 10 minutes more.

1 egg yolk
% cup whipping cream (I use Y2and ¥2)

Just before serving, heat soup up to boiling point. In a separate, large bowl, mix yolk with cream.

Start adding hot soup, whipping steadily with a wire whisk. When half of soup is added, pour it all
back into the remaining soup in the sauce pan — DO NOT BOIL (lest it will curdle). Serve immedi-
ately.

Note: Inregards to “Just before serving”, | just make the soup. If you microwave the soup to
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: warm it, be cautious not to pour the power to it (lest it will curdle). Warm gently.
