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Overview of St. Paul's Rector Search

Last March many of us completed a survey that was designed to help us identify the most impor-

tant characteristics we would like to see in our new rector.

On Sunday May 22nd, our Rector's

Search Team presented the results. The survey consisted of questions relating to six major minis-
try dimensions. Earlier, Rev. Elsa Pressentin introduced a seventh dimension for consideration.
The results show that over 65% of those surveyed favored the following:

1. Dealing with people (Participative style - open)
- In social functions sparks the occasion & gets everyone to participate
- Helps folks figure out things for themselves

- Usually lets folks know where one stands

- In conflict, seeks consensus
- Supports Diversity
- Good sense of humor
2. Leadership Style (Positive direction setter)
- Generates ideas
- Relies on strong sense of direction
- Gives strong direction to subordinates

- Good administrative skills - financially prudent

- Team builder / nurtures leadership

3. Planning Programming & Evaluation (Listens to others)

- Welcomes criticism

- Puts parish needs ahead of diocesan needs

DEACON’S NOTES

Jesus asked a third time, “Simon son of John, do
you love me?” He said to him, “Lord, you know eve-
rything; you know that | love you.” Jesus said to
him, “Feed my sheep.” (John 21:17)

Due to the increasing level of unemployment, as well as
the high cost of food and other economic factors, there
has been an increase in single people, seniors and fami-
lies seeking food assistance. Just observe the long
lines when there’s a “food giveaway” here at St. Paul’s
or any church/organization. Because of the higher num-
ber of food requests, the food shelves at the Food Bank
of Eastern Michigan and Downtown Crossover are get-
ting empty faster and they need your help.

On several occasions, | have noticed the food basket,
carried by the young people when the offertory is pre-
sented, has been rather sparse either there is one
canned good item or one box of Mac & Cheese. (The
food donated in the basket on Sunday is divided be-
tween the Friday Lunch Ministry and Downtown Cross-
over). Jesus fed the multitude of 5000 with 5 loaves of
bread and 2 fish, but, how are we going to divide a
nearly empty food basket among so many people in our
community? The answer is, “We can’'t.” But, as follow-
ers of Christ, there is a way to feed his sheep, if each
one of us would bring one or two canned items, each
Sunday (the cost is less than a cup of specialty coffee).
That would be approximately 77- 154 cans of food a
week, or 308- 616 cans of food a month! WOw!!!

As a deacon, | am to bringing the concerns of the com-
munity to the church. | have talked to those in need, |
have seen the faces of hungry children, and | can tell
you there’s a great need in this community. Just imag-
ine you or your child/children going to bed hungry, going
to work or school trying to function on an empty stom-
ach. Therefore, | am challenging you, as well as myself,
to share a small portion of the abundance we have, with
them.

Do you love Jesus? If your answer is “Yes".....LET’S
FILL THE BASKET AND FEED HIS SHEEP!

A GIFT OF GRACE--the Columbarium

At St. Paul's we are gifted with many
treasures—spiritual and otherwise, that we, who
are accustomed to the beauty of our historic
church, tend to take for granted. But if you'd
come to one of the Friday night Art Walks and
hear some of the visitors’ comments,
you might find yourself looking with
new appreciation at the Lady Chapel,
the mosaic of the Lord’s supper, and
the Five Sisters’ chapel. Even the huge
organ pipes above the door to the par-
lor and Barth Hall are things of beauty
(as well as sound.) As are the historic
stained glass windows lining the nave, espe-
cially the glorious “Easter Morning” by Tiffany.

But among such treasures, there is one
chapel that some of us tend to be less aware of-
-the Chapel of the Resurrection (the Columbar-
ium) on the lower level.

For years it was a closet for storing aco-
lyte robes, but in 1993-94 it was turned into a
very special place. Since | was a part of the
process, I'm taking the liberty of sharing some
of those details.

After Susan Kilmer’s death in April 1993,
Fr. McClanahan spoke with me about his dream
of having a chapel at St. Paul's where the
ashes of loved ones could be inurned—a
Chapel of the Resurrection, that appropriately
reflected the beauty of the their lives. As a me-
morial to my friend, Susan, | was enthusiastic
about the possibility. Although it took consider-
able effort, talent and money, the area was
transformed into what is today one of the most
revered places in the entire church.

The bronze plaque above the antique
altar (which originally came from the first St.
Paul’s building in Flint) is inscribed with the St.
Francis prayer, “Make me an instrument of thy
peace.” Susan’s sister and | chose it because it
was one of Susan’s favorite prayers. The sur-
round, the ceramic frame, was designed and
executed by Kathryn Sharbaugh, a nationally
known ceramicist, who knew of Susan’s love of
life. She incorporated ancient nature symbols,
all representing hope and immortality--
evergreens, ivies, a butterfly, and many oth-
ers. At the bottom of the frame is a pond
which symbolizes purity. It is surrounded by
bulrushes that represent the faithful—and rocks

that represent the Lord.

At the base is a partridge, an ancient
symbol of the Church, of Truth, while a rabbit
behind a tree represents the hope of salvation.
A daisy stands for the innocence of the Christ
Child, while clover is the symbol of the
Trinity.

In the lower right of the frame are the
words “Remembering Susan Kilmer.”
Nearby are a dog and a cat, beloved
animals in Susan’s life. According to
legend, a litter of kittens was born in
the stable when Jesus was born, and a dog
represents the need to be watchful and faithful.

On the tile floor are the symbols of the
Trinity. Plans for the woodwork, based on the
motif on the antique altar, were drawn by artist
Chuck Sharbaugh. Our beloved parishioner,
Dr. Richard Bottger, assisted by James Brod-
feurher, constructed the cases, the crown and
base molding that surround the room and even
the benches. (Just recently James Brod-
feurher's ashes were inurned in the cabinetry
he helped build. As were the ashes of Dorothy
McClanahan, the mother of Fr. McClanahan,
who joined her husband in the columbarium, as
were the ashes of Margaret Lintz who joined
her husband Bud.)

In 2006, a total of 112 additional niches,
which replicate the original 70, were made by
Michigan Lumber. One hundred thirty seven
niches are still available. See Ginger Wright for
further details.

So if you're not aware of the Chapel of
the Resurrection, or even if you are, | hope this
summary of its history gives you a new way to
see it and a new appreciation of this treasure—
one of the many gifts of grace—we are blessed
with at St. Paul’s.

Dr. Bottger, who in spite of a busy veteri-
nary practice, worked countless hours building
the original cases, wrote these words: ” | hope
and pray that this work will be a source of
beauty and comfort to those whose loved ones
are inurned in this place.” And so it has be-
come.

4. Relationship to community (Strong interest in urban ministry)
- Often leader in community affairs
- Speaks out on controversial issues affecting the community
5. Theological view (Well grounded in the Episcopal church)
- Theological views are fairly stabilized
- Regards the Bible as an interpretation of God's dealings with humanity
- Feels ethical decisions must be made in light of circumstances
6. Teaching or leading worship (Open & informal)
- Usually emphasizes a biblical text
- Has an informal conversational style
7. Growth & development (Viewed as critical)
- Visionary / evangelistic
- Respects tradition but finds place and ways to change

During the wrap-up we reviewed St. Paul's Vision for 2018 and concluded that all of the points
above are consistent with the salient points of our vision statement. Armed with the survey
results and the Vision Statement, our Rector Search Team can now proceed with the search
process confident that we have the support of the congregation.
